This text was the basis for a dynamic sermon by our pastor, Dr. John H. Walker. The message is entitled: "Aint Nobody Mad but the devil" and is a part of the series "Growing a Mature Church".  

  Below are some key ideas to remember:
The devil wants to stop you before you hook up with your destiny. He knows that if you ever hook up with your destiny, you are going to do some major damage to his kingdom.
The problem with many of us, we question too much after God has already told us what He is going to do. We question ourselves out of a blessing!
We must learn how to work the Word. We must deal with satan with the Word, for he cannot stand against it.
 

God said that Jesus was His son, in whom He is well pleased and the very next thing that the devil did was try to make Jesus prove that He was the Son of God. The devil will try to manipulate and confuse us. He will try everything that he can think of to try to get us to block our own blessings. We must immerse ourselves in the Word, so that we will be able to stand against the enemy. The devil tried to offer Jesus kingdoms that already belonged to Him. If Jesus didn't know the Word and who He was when satan came against him, he may have given in to him.  But Jesus knew who He was and still is today! Do you know who you are in Christ Jesus?
So when things are going well; people are being blessed and God's kingdom is growing, just remember:
