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 Text: Luke 14:15-24
 

Luke 14
15   And when one of them that sat at meat with him heard these things, he said unto him, Blessed is he that shall eat bread in the kingdom of God.

16   Then said he unto him, A certain man made a great supper, and bade many:

17   And sent his servant at supper time to say to them that were bidden, Come; for all things are now ready.

18   And they all with one consent began to make excuse. The first said unto him, I have bought a piece of ground, and I must needs go and see it: I pray thee have me excused.

19   And another said, I have bought five yoke of oxen, and I go to prove them: I pray thee have me excused.

20   And another said, I have married a wife, and therefore I cannot come.

21   So that servant came, and shewed his lord these things. Then the master of the house being angry said to his servant, Go out quickly into the streets and lanes of the city, and bring in hither the poor, and the maimed, and the halt, and the blind.

22   And the servant said, Lord, it is done as thou hast commanded, and yet there is room.

23   And the lord said unto the servant, Go out into the highways and hedges, and compel them to come in, that my house may be filled.

24   For I say unto you, That none of those men which were bidden shall taste of my supper.
 

This text was the basis for a dynamic sermon by our pastor, Dr. John H. Walker. The message is entitled: "Excuses".  
  Below are some key ideas to remember:
- In this passage, the people chose something other than the Kingdom of God. There was nothing wrong with their choices; they just weren't the best choices.
- Most of our choices aren't between right and wrong / good and evil, but between good and better.
- Nothing should come before God.
- If we don't do God's will, someone that will carry out His will can replace us.
- God hates excuses.
- Excuses incur God’s anger and invite His wrath.
We, as Christians, should learn to make the best choices. Our duty is to serve God and nothing should stop us from doing His business. There is nothing in this world more rewarding than doing the will of the Lord.
