Philippians 3:13-14

13   Brethren, I count not myself to have apprehended: but this one thing I do, forgetting those things which are behind, and reaching forth unto those things which are before,

Below are some key ideas to remember: 

· Satan wants to insert frustration in your life and put confusion in the church. Whenever you make up your mind to serve God, the enemy will come. It is his desire to hinder God's work and stop God's plan. If Satan can get some dedicated folks to do his work, he knows that work will remain undone for God.

· Don't let the disappointment of yesterday stop you from enjoying God's blessings today. Stop worrying about the past and press forward. Those that are sincere about their Christianity must get over it!

· Don't let folks define your moment in life. The time that we use crying can be used to praise God, for God inhabits the praise of His people.

· Don't allow one bad experience to steal your joy. Don't let any bad experience keep you from reaching your next level. God is preparing you for something greater than where you are now.

 

Paul had to forget his personal achievements in order to walk into what God called him to do. Some of us can't get over our EGO: Edge God Out. Paul was able to get over himself and the fact that he was a persecutor of Christians. So what is our problem?
