Text: Psalm 124

Psalm 124
1   If it had not been the LORD who was on our side, now may Israel say;
2   If it had not been the LORD who was on our side, when men rose up against us:
3   Then they had swallowed us up quick, when their wrath was kindled against us:
4   Then the waters had overwhelmed us, the stream had gone over our soul:
5   Then the proud waters had gone over our soul.
6   Blessed be the LORD, who hath not given us as a prey to their teeth.
7   Our soul is escaped as a bird out of the snare of the fowlers: the snare is broken, and we are escaped.
8   Our help is in the name of the LORD, who made heaven and earth.
Below are some key ideas to remember: 

There are four sides to everything: a right side, a wrong side, God’s side and the devil’s side. You are on the Lord’s side when you are on the side of truth, decency, mercy, righteousness and love.

How Can We Get God on Our Side?
Chose His Son as Your Personal Savior – If you chose Him as your Savior, you are saved and have been reconciled to God.

Chose Jesus as Your Lord – You must allow Jesus to take control of your life and do what He tells you to do.

 God chooses sides; He does not remain neutral and He is always on the side of those who are oppressed. God stood up when they stoned Stephen and sided with the Hebrew slaves against Pharaoh. Even then, there were sure to have been questions as to why they had to go through those things, but the reason that they had to go through is because God was building up their faith. The more you go through, the more your faith is being built up. God wants us to trust Him and take Him at His Word.
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
