It's Time to Wake Up

Text: Romans 13:8-14

Other scriptures referenced: Romans 13:1-2, Acts 20:9-12

 

Romans 13

8   Owe no man any thing, but to love one another: for he that loveth another hath fulfilled the law.

9 For this, Thou shalt not commit adultery, Thou shalt not kill, Thou shalt not steal, Thou shalt not bear false witness, Thou shalt not covet; and if there be any other commandment, it is briefly comprehended in this saying, namely, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.

10 Love worketh no ill to his neighbour: therefore love is the fulfilling of the law.

11   And that, knowing the time, that now it is high time to awake out of sleep: for now is our salvation nearer than when we believed.

12   The night is far spent, the day is at hand: let us therefore cast off the works of darkness, and let us put on the armour of light.

13   Let us walk honestly, as in the day; not in rioting and drunkenness, not in chambering and wantonness, not in strife and envying.

14   But put ye on the Lord Jesus Christ, and make not provision for the flesh, to fulfil the lusts thereof.

This text was the basis for a dynamic sermon by our pastor, Dr. John H. Walker. The message is entitled: "It's Time to Wake Up".
 

  Below are some key ideas to remember: 
We must guard ourselves against:
Rioting - There are some riotous folks in the church. These people have no conviction and poke fun at the Word of God. It is a dangerous thing to be riotous in God's House.
Drunkenness - It is possible to be drunk on the wine of our fleshly desires. Some become drunk with sexual misbehaviour and general uncleanness. Let us not live our lives with the belief that anything goes.
Petty Envying and Strife - Let us not envy anyone, nor spend our time worrying. We are not to covet anything, including material possessions. Nor are we to allow ourselves to worry about the things that are to come because God is in control.

People that walk in their sleep do not know what is going on around them. We cannot afford to sleep when there is work to be done. God is telling us that whenever we move when He says for us to move, then we will walk into our purpose. 
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
