Text: 1 Timothy 1:1-7

1   Paul, an apostle of Jesus Christ by the commandment of God our Saviour, and Lord Jesus Christ, which is our hope;


2   Unto Timothy, my own son in the faith: Grace, mercy, and peace, from God our Father and Jesus Christ our Lord.


3   As I besought thee to abide still at Ephesus, when I went into Macedonia, that thou mightest charge some that they teach no other doctrine,


4   Neither give heed to fables and endless genealogies, which minister questions, rather than godly edifying which is in faith: so do.


5   Now the end of the commandment is charity out of a pure heart, and of a good conscience, and of faith unfeigned:


6   From which some having swerved have turned aside unto vain jangling;


7   Desiring to be teachers of the law; understanding neither what they say, nor whereof they affirm.

 

 

This text was the basis for a dynamic sermon by our pastor, Dr. John H. Walker. The message is entitled: "Stay on Course".

  Below are some key ideas to remember: 

 Staying on course requires some things of us:

Personal Discipline. If you don't discipline yourself, the enemy will put stumbling blocks in your way. Anything that is going to keep you from the House of God...you don't need.

We Must Press Toward the Mark. We must keep our eyes on Christ because we need God to help us stay on course. We know that we are off course when we realize that we are moving away from God.

We Must Have the Right Teaching. What does the Word of God have to say about your situation? We must not start listening to the wrong thing or get caught up with people talking fables. We must talk to people about confirming faith.

We Should Be Edifying God. How many folks have we allowed to sidetrack us with foolish conversation? The purpose of the command of God is to promote love and acts of kindness. Don't allow folks to get you off course with genealogies.

Have you ever wandered off course? If so, sow differently in order to change your course. God's course is detailed in God's Word. Measure everything by the Word of God and if it doesn't line up, change what you are doing. God's Word is a compass already pointed North and His Word does not have to fit us, we have to fit it.

The answer to our struggle is to glorify God. We can't make it to Glory without knowing God for ourselves.
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
